Development Review Process

For Request for a Minor 
Variance/Permission to Enlarge 

(Sec. 45 of Planning Act, Amended 2006 by Bill 51)

Developer approaches Municipal staff with a proposal which does not 

conform to the regulations of the Zoning By-law. 

Developer consults with Municipal Planner/DRT - discusses details 

and merits of proposal, conformity with the Official Plan, intent of 

Zoning By-law, information required and the minor variance process.

Developer submits complete application for a minor variance with

required supporting information.

Notify property owners within 60 metres of subject property of Public 

Meeting - Notification must be a minimum of 10 days prior to public 

meeting date.

Notify Municipal staff and required government agencies of proposal -

formal request for comments on the proposal.

Public Meeting held before Committee of Adjustment (Committee of

the Whole) - Planner’s report to discuss details of development 

proposal and four tests under the Planning Act - makes 

recommendation. 

Committee of Adjustment makes a decision:

1. approve  - with or without conditions;

2.  Refuse; or

3. Defer to allow for additional information, further consultation etc.

Notice of Decision within 10 days - 20 day appeal period - only those 

persons or public bodies who made oral submissions at the public

meeting or written submissions to the Committee of Adjustment can 

appeal the decision to Ontario Municipal Board.
